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Accomplishments and Impact:
This report contains an assessment of the accomplishments and impact of the NC-224 committee members’ contribution to the knowledge of the competitiveness and value-added products in the U.S. grain and oilseed industry in terms of publications, paper presentations, and leverage activities. The report shows that members of NC-224 had 43 manuscripts that were published, are in review, or are in press including referred journal articles, outlook reports, and experiment station bulletins.  Fifteen papers were presented at various regional, national, and international scientific and professional meetings.  The group’s leveraged activities including carryover from the previous year totaled almost $613,000.00.  Based on these annual activities, the group continues to contribute to the efficient and effective dissemination of viable information that help decision-makers to be better informed about the competitiveness of the U.S. grain and oilseed industry and the value-added products derived from this industry.
